The Village Hall Committee is organising a Heart Start course in the new year.

The Councillors decided to purchase children pads for their defibrillators.

Clerk to make sure the Defibrillator at Presteigne Gates is regularly checked.
Cllr Segrot has walked some of the Public Rights of Way and has noticed-

The Gate between Cabin Lane to Shirley needs attention to make it easier to open.

Part of the Mortimer Way is overgrown in places – Lengthsman to look at. Also, the stile needs attention, possibly replace with a self-closing gate.
The track by Old Mill Kinsham (under Kinsham Court) has a blown gulley and is difficult to cross. Lengthsman to investigate.  Also, the gate mechanism going into Chilmans field needs attention, as it is not working properly.

Notice Board – Kinshan Village Hall – The Councillors would like the notice board to be put between the two front windows, so people can drive in and look at the notices and not in the garden in the corner. It was also decided to make this board stronger and move the self-healing pin board to it.
